Principal’s Decision 

 
If the snow emergency plan is in 
effect at 6 p.m. on Friday, all 
Friday and Saturday activities are 
canceled. 
 
If the snow emergency plan is not 
in effect at 6 p.m. on Friday but 
goes into effect anytime on 
Saturday, all Saturday activities 
are canceled. 

 
If the snow emergency plan is 
lifted after 6 p.m. on Friday or on 
Saturday, and a school would like 
an exception to hold an activity or 
event, they must contact their 
school director.  If he/she agrees 
that the request rises to the level 
to warrant an exception, he/she 
will seek superintendent 
approval.* (Note: Exceptions will 
not be made for routine games or 
practices.  It must be an 
exceptional

If the snow emergency plan is not 
in effect at 6 p.m. on Friday but 
goes into effect anytime on 
Saturday or Sunday, all activities 
that day are canceled. 
 
If the snow emergency plan is not 
in effect, it is the decision of the 
sponsor of the activity.  
 

 
* If the snow emergency plan goes into effect during the weekend, Community and Media Relations will send a system-wide 
AlertNow to all employees and parents to notify them that all CCPS activities are cancelled. If the Superintendent grants an 
exception, Community and Media Relations will send an AlertNow to the specific school community (parents and employees), 
Cabinet members, and the Supervisor of Athletics. If the event or activity involves multiple schools or the entire school system, 
Community and Media Relations will send an AlertNow to all parents and employees.
